T U R F  T A L K
Golf Course Super., Chris Durkee

Looking back over the last few weeks it is hard to
imagine that this course condition update will be
viewed in July. It seems like just a few short weeks
ago we were struggling to grow grass to repair our
course from the toughest winter in
Florida’s history.   Springtime has
brought with it a respite in the
weather, and although we still have
not seen our optimal growing
conditions, we have made much
progress on all of our greens and are
looking forward to a busy summer of
golf.  
The recovery process has not been an easy one.

Root decline from parasitic nematode pressure
slowed our progress in early spring but once those
nematode counts were brought under control and
fertility rates increased, the greens really started to
rebound and have begun to fill in nicely.  Our worst
performers - #’s 4, 5, and 6 have especially made a
lot of progress during this time, although much work
still remains.   We are utilizing all possible scenarios
to speed the pace of our recovery, including high
fertility rates, plugging new turf, heavy topdressing
and in some cases, sod was used to finish the grow-
in process.  You have no doubt noticed all of these
practices being utilized on many of the greens with
great success. While high fertility rates increase the
pace of the process, they can also help to create slow
putting surfaces from excessive top growth.  We are
combating these side effects with daily double
cutting and rolling, weekly verticutting and
topdressing, and bi-weekly applications of plant
growth regulators.  As the greens continue to
recover, fertility rates can be gradually reduced
helping to increase green speed. 
Unfortunately, on June 7th, our 60hp vertical

pump finally quit operating.  This pump has been
getting weaker for several years and the wear and
tear of pumping poor water quality from Sherman’s
Creek finally have taken their toll.  The pump and
motor have been removed and are presently being
replaced and rebuilt from the top down.  The good
news is that this is a HUGE step in improving our
irrigation capabilities. The difficult part is this will
severely limit the amount of water we can throw
until we reinstall the new equipment.  You will no
doubt see more fairways being watered throughout
the day and we will do the best we can to limit the
effects of the drought and should be back to full
strength in 5-7 days.  Of course we also will
continue to aggressively push the healing process
forward until our greens are back to tournament
condition for our summer golf season.  I would again
like to thank everyone for their patience and
understanding during these trying times and really
wish everyone would please pray for rain.
